BBMP.

c.Be open to members of the public to
observe the workshop.

OPINION

Eurobodalla Shire Council narrowly voted
to resuscitate the failed and costly
Batemans Bay Masterplan 2025, by five
votes to three, at its Extraordinary Council
Meeting on 10 March 2026. Councillors
Anthony Mayne, Sharon Winslade and
Deputy Mayor, Colleen Turner, had called
for the Extraordinary Meeting to find a
sensible way forward following release of
the Probity Report into the Masterplan on
27 February 2026.

Watching the Meeting on Council’s
webcast, the song, Road to Nowhere, by
Talking Heads (1985), kept spinning around
my head.

Well we know where we’re goin’

But we don’t know where we’ve been
And we know what we’re knowin’

But we can’t say what we’ve seen
And we’re not little children...

...We’re on a road to nowhere

In effect, the Probity Report started with a
similar sentiment. The Probity Report,
released to the public by General
Manager, Mark Ferguson, was a scathing
assessment of the whole masterplanning
process to date, from start to finish. For five
years from 2020 to 2025. The Review’s
investigators found the Batemans Bay
Masterplan 2025 failed on every possible
masterplanning criteria. It failed on
integrity. It failed on governance. It failed
on transparency, decision making,
accountability, fairness, value for money,
and impartiality, by exception or otherwise.
Fortunately for the Eurobodalla
community, some councillors began to ask
qguestions. Councillor Mayne and
Councillor Rob Pollock OAM put questions
on notice to Council staff during 2025 in
an attempt to increase transparency and
improve on a woeful process. These
guestions led to the Probity Review. In the
current term, Deputy Mayor Turner and
Councillor Winslade joined the call for
good governance. In yesterday’s
Extraordinary Meeting, councillors split
into two camps. The pro-housing camp,
comprising Deputy Mayor Turner, and
Councillors Mayne, Pollock and Winslade,
were not convinced another lengthy and
costly town-planning process would
achieve the housing urgently needed.
They understand that the main game in
the Eurobodalla, as in the rest of Australia,
right now, is housing. Not masterplanning.
Not pipe dreams. They were not prepared
to continue wasting residents’ money on a
failed Masterplan, and instead preferred to
prioritise housing for all in our community.
They seemed to understand that in a
highly resource constrained and low-
capacity local government environment,
like the Eurobodalla, what we need to
prioritise. They chose housing. Housing in
Batemans Bay, Moruya, Narooma and
housing across the Eurobodalla.

The pro-housing camp councillors, calmly
and diligently sort advice from the Council’s
Director of Planning, Mr Gary Bruce, with
respect to housing need, housing supply,
population estimates, masterplanning
parameters and development outcomes,
and obtained some illuminating admissions
from Mr Bruce.

Mr Bruce described a dismal picture of
housing in the Eurobodalla. He told the
Council that despite about 1,400 housing
lots available in Rosedale, South Moruya
and Dalmeny, development applications
had fallen ‘off a cliff’ in recent years.
Tellingly, he told the Council that despite
the Batemans Bay masterplanning process,
now running into its sixth year, it was failing
to attract development applications. He
told Council that the Masterplan could be
thought of as a ‘vision’ with no certainty any
targets would ever be met during its life.
The approach, attitude and behaviour of
the pro-masterplanning camp, could not
have been more dissimilar. Mayor Hatcher,
and Councillor Constable and their 2024
local government election sidekicks,
Councillors Amber Schutz and Mick
Johnson respectively, argued for another
protracted and expensive process of town
masterplanning in Batemans Bay. Their
justification for choosing town planning
before housing was curious. Councillor
Mick Johnson spoke to the Motion saying
he would vote for a repeat of the
masterplanning process, as he “did not
want to throw the baby out with the
bathwater”. The probity investigators
reported there was no ‘baby’ anywhere to
be found from 2020 to 2025, only ‘dirty
bathwater’.

Mayor Hatcher and Councillor Constable
appeared to lose their composure at times
by pontificating about their own businesses
and tourism, which was well off topic and
inconsistent with their repeated attempts to
gag the pro-housing camp—at times
disrespectful of Deputy Mayor Turner and
berating Councillors Mayne and Winslade—
for daring to discuss the housing crisis and
solutions to this in the Eurobodalla.
Despite Mr Bruce’s enlightening testimony
to the Council, the pro-town-planning
camp ‘dug their heels in’ and voted up a
long motion prescribing the Planning
Directorate to do a lengthy catalogue of
work, which they have been unable to go
anywhere near achieving in the past five
years.

One needs to ask the question. If Council
has been unable to get the Masterplan to
first base in five years, and the Masterplan
may not deliver more than a vision, why are
we throwing more residents’ money into
this pit while we have a housing crisis? It
doesn’t make sense.

Given that Batemans Bay already has an
excellent Masterplan, the Batemans Bay
Structure Plan 2008, which is valid for 25
years until 2033, why do we need another
Masterplan?

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New bridge keeping village open is no small potatoes

Many of Eurobodalla’s villages rely on a single road in and out.
Potato Point is one of them, and when those south coast lows
brought heavy rain the old flood-prone culvert at Borang
Creek went under, stranding residents. Not anymore.

Today traffic has begun flowing across a brand-new bridge
that sits about two metres higher than the old crossing.
Eurobodalla Council’s major projects manager Phil Oste says
lifting the road not only reduces the chance of Potato Point’s
residents being flooded in — or out - but lessens
environmental impact on the creek.

“That also makes the road more dependable for emergency
services, school busses and helps us keep the Bodalla Sewage
Treatment Plant operating during extreme weather,” Mr Oste
says.

Although the bridge is open, temporary lights are in place for
alternating traffic flow as work continues on the adjacent
section of Potato Point Road in the 100-kilometre zone toward
Bodalla.

The Borang Creek Bridge project is supported by a $997500
grant from the Australian Government’s Disaster Ready Fund
and Council funds.

| make this presentation in the public interest
in my capacity as the public officer of the
Congo Community Association (the CCA) and
our members.

At the public access presentation in February,
Mayor Hatcher, you undertook to provide an
update to the community, & public by the end
of the month. This has not occurred.

We are grateful that a meeting has been
scheduled with the CCA, but a private
meeting does not replace the need for a
transparent update on the public record.

It has now been

- 19 months since the court judgment,

« 55 months - or 4 and a 2 years - since the
track in use was closed, and

- 313 months - or 26 years - since Council
approved a resolution to formalise Congo
Road (including with respect to lot 197 Congo
road).

Activity at the site

Activity is happening at the site. The CCA
wrote to Council on 28 January 2026,
followed up on 10 February, asking for clarity
about the works on the site. We have not had
areply.

Photos of the works are attached. One
interpretation is that the area has being
survey and preparations for a road are being
made.

However, with zero communication from
Council to the community, or the public, many
are understandably concerned that the
activities may have another purpose.

So, my question to Mayor, and to each
councillor:

- Are you aware of the activities on the site?

- And are you confident that the activities
comply with the DA, or are otherwise are
authorised by council?

| remain optimistic. | am hopefully that the
landowner is preparing the ground to
facilitate a land swap & reopen the road.
Something the community would welcome
and applaud.

But, if that is the case, why the secrecy from
Council? Why is this progress — which we
would all celebrate - not being communicated
to the public?

Council’s obligations

| have heard it said that Council has no
obligation to provide the public with access to
crown/paper road. | am not going to go into
this in detail today, as | hope that we are close
to making a breakthrough. However, | think it
is important to address this at a high-level, so
that Councillors are aware that the CCA does
not accept this position.

In various communications to CCA, Council
has said that it cannot provide public access
to the crown road reserve because of
‘obvious hazards’ on the road reserve. We
accept that hazards exist. However, as you
know, Council has obligation to monitor the
site. Had Council met that monitoring
obligation, the hazards you now rely upon to
justify exclusion would not exist. >

Any independent arbiter would
take this into account when
consideration council’s obligations
to reopen the road.

Beyond this, Council has a duty to
take all reasonable steps to avoid
creating an unacceptable bushfire
evacuation risk. Permanently
closing Congo Road, which
provides alternative access for the
community, would do precisely
that. This is not a trivial concern - it
goes directly to the safety of
residents in a bushfire-prone area.
And goes against the
recommendations of the Black
Summer Bushfire Royal
Commission.

Council also has an obligation to
honour the many representations
it has made to this community over
many decades regarding the
formalisation of Congo Road
North. Those representations
made over decades, have been
made publicly, and have been
genuinely and reasonably relied
upon by Congo landowners. That
reliance is also relevant to any
assessment of Council's
obligations.

So, while, as a matter of general
principle, it may be true that
Council does not have an
obligation to provide access to
crown roads — any obligation must
be considered in context. And,
because of the reasons | have
given, and many others, in the
case of Congo Road, Council does
have a clear obligation to provide
public access.

Next steps

Mayor Hatcher, Councillors, | am
generally perplexed as to what is
going on. The Landowner has
made an offer of a land swap. The
community is supportive of this.
We seem to have a solution on the
table. Why is Council not acting to
make this a reality? Please let’s
work together to reopen Congo
road.

Steph Chiu ~ Batemans Bay Masterplan -
Probity Report

My name is Steph Chiu and today | am
speaking to you as a local Architect on the
Batemans Bay Masterplan - Probity Report,
bringing to you motion recommendations in
response to the Probity Report. These motion
recommendations have been synthesised in
consultation with another local who is an
Architect, Urban Designer, Consultant to
Regional and Urban Councils on planning like
the Batemans Bay Master plan.

The Probity Review gives us an opportunity to
pause and reflect on how we move forward
with planning for Batemans Bay.

Importantly, the report does not question the
aspirations we all share for the town. Everyone
in this chamber wants Batemans Bay to thrive,
to provide housing for our community, and to
grow in a way that protects the qualities that
make this place special.

What the report does highlight, however, is
that the planning process to date has not
followed the normal sequence that is
expected in NSW planning. In particular, it
notes gaps in governance, the expansion of
the project scope without formal direction,
and the absence of some of the technical and
demographic studies that should normally
inform a masterplan.

That is not about criticism or blame — we are
where we are. My main concern, and that of
council should be to recognise that
attempting to simply patch up the existing
process would risk repeating the same
problem.

A more constructive approach is to take this
opportunity to re-establish the proper
planning sequence: starting with the strategic
evidence for the whole local government
area, and then moving to place-based
planning for Batemans Bay and other centres.
The motion before us simply asks that we
acknowledge the findings of the review and
ask staff to come back with a clear program
for doing that work properly.

That approach will give councillors, the
community and investors greater confidence
that the future planning of Batemans Bay is
grounded in good evidence, good process,

and a shared vision for the town.

Good morning, Thank you for the
opportunity to address Council. |
am presenting as Co-convenor of
A Better Eurobodalla (ABE), a
community forum working to
achieve open, accountable and
responsive government in
Eurobodalla.

My focus today is on PER26/003,
the Batemans Bay Master Plan
Probity Report. ABE, along with
many other concerned members
of the community, has taken a
sustained interest in the draft
Batemans Bay Master Plan
(BBMP), and have identified a
variety of serious deficiencies in
the plan. These include significant
flooding, erosion and sea level rise
hazards associated with Batemans
Bay, as outlined in ABE's
presentation to Councillors on the
14th October 2025 (copy
attached). Taken as a whole, the
deficiencies in the BBMP pose
significant long term financial,
environmental, social and
planning risks for Eurobodalla
residents, ratepayers and visitors.
In view of these widely expressed
community concerns with the
draft BBMP, ABE and other
community members commend
the recent action by senior
Council Management to promptly
release the probity review for
public consideration. This
welcome move builds on
Council's recent release of all
BBMP submissions for public
scrutiny. Both of these steps are
encouraging measures of
transparency, which help to boost
community confidence that
significant governance problems
are being seriously addressed and
that a new course is being set for
Eurobodalla Shire Council.

ABE also welcomes Eurobodalla GM
Mark Ferguson's recent appointment to
the NSW Government's Local
Government Expert Advisory Panel, and
extends congratulations on his
appointment to this new group. The
panel will provide technical and
practical advice on the implementation
of reforms aimed at maintaining
council's independence while ensuring
their long term financial sustainability.
ABE notes that the 24 page
independent consultant’s probity report
strongly validates community concerns
regarding serious governance
deficiencies with the draft BBMP, ...
This is a damning catalogue of failures
embedded in the Masterplan, and these
deficiencies mean the Masterplan
cannot be relied upon as an adequate
basis for strategic planning or statutory
planning amendments. The current
Masterplan process needs to be
curtailed, in order to provide an
opportunity for Council to undertake a
reset and compile strategic evidence for
the whole Eurobodalla LGA, consistent
with NSW strategic planning practice,
which proceeds through an established
sequence of strategic policy, followed
by evidence-based studies, and then
place based master planning for major
centres. This approach would also allow
Council to more effectively respond to
the Regional Housing Strategic Planning
Fund grant secured in 2025, as well as
expedite progress on the Eurobodalla
Housing Strategy.

One puzzling aspect of the Probity
Report is the anomaly that after defining
the key criteria used for "probity" on
page 5 (i.e. Fairness - Impartiality -
Accountability — Transparency - Value
for money), none of these are
mentioned again in the report, with the
notable exception of transparency. It
seems odd to specify key "probity"
criteria and then ignore them
throughout a report. This suggests that
a more accurate description of the
review may be a "redacted and abridged
probity report”, rather than just a
“redacted probity report".

ABE also notes that the probity report
fails to provide answers to the
unanswered questions posed in
Councillor Mayne's original
QoN25/001in May 2025, which led to
the Probity Report being
commissioned. This is at odds with
Council agenda papers for the May
2025 meeting, which state that "Cir
Mayne’s remaining questions will be
addressed by the probity review." This
undertaking has not been delivered,
and the community is still in the dark
where the projected 8,000 additional
dwellings for Batemans Bay are going
to be found.

It is also notable that the probity
report finds that Council's "Conflict of
interest/Conflict of Role" issue relating
to the old Bowling Club site has been
completely resolved by simply
excising the site from the Masterplan
process. The report is completely
incurious how the site became a key
element of the Masterplan process for
over 3 years without this fundamental
issue being meaningfully addressed.
The Council needs to put clear
governance measures in place to
ensure that these circumstances
cannot be repeated in the future, at
further great expense to Eurobodalla
residents and ratepayers.

In light of the report's findings, ABE
does not support the motion currently
before Councillors to endorse the
probity report, and then conduct
further work to finalise the BBMP. ABE
considers that Councillors should
note the serious governance failures
outlined in the probity report, and
cease further activities on the BBMP
in order to undertake a strategic
review of planning priorities,
information and evidence across the
Eurobodalla. This review should have
a particular focus on housing issues,
consistent with current key
community needs and in alignment
with the Eurobodalla Local Strategic
Planning Statement.

We commend the General Manager Mark Ferguson for
commissioning the Probity Report. We commend also
Councillor Mayne for initiating the Probity Report
process through a Question on Notice, the Councillors
that supported him; and Councillor Pollock, also
through a Question on Notice, for obtaining information
on how the previous General Manager, without due
consultation, instructed consultants developing
housing policy options for Bateman'’s Bay to prioritise
high rise apartment blocks on the foreshore — which
became a fundamental component of the Masterplan.
The agenda paper’s Recommendation (p.1) is, "That
Council endorse the Probity Report and that future
work on the BB Masterplan be guided by the findings
and recommendations..." ; and under Considerations
(also p. 1) it states "the key finding was around project
governance to ensure the objectives and goals of the
project are well understood by all stakeholders".....”
Unfortunately, a basic check of the Probity Report
shows that the issues with the draft Masterplan are
much more numerous and complex than “governance”;
and reveals that it fundamentally questions the validity
of the processes and evidence that led to the
development and content in the current draft
Masterplan. ...
The conclusion on page 14, contains 5 findings which
state that the draft Masterplan, in summary has not:
-taken into account the associated geotechnical,
environment and climate risks for its proposed height
increase of buildings;
e considered any future limitations on current
infrastructure;
¢ considered the impact of climate change and
coastal erosion; and
¢ not elaborated on or explained variances between
expert studies and recommended settings in the
plan.
... As stated in the previous section, there are serious
time and resource implications for Council in
addressing the Recommendations from the Centium
Report and associated issues. In this context it may be
more prudent for Councillors to selectively address
priority issues while referring the Masterplan review to a
consultant when there are resources available. This will
enable Council to address priority issues for the
community such as housing and related environmental
policy. There is clear evidence that this is the preferred
option for the community; and that there are significant
opportunities to address issues through medium
density and other developments in appropriate
locations.
Given the complexity of planning and resources issues
to be addressed, it is recommended that Councillors
move forward by:
-propose a motion for addressing priority issues such as
housing and environmental policy relating to it:
-listing other priorities in sequence as they see fit; and
-with a review process built in to update all of the above
on a scheduled basis they consider to be appropriate.

The Blue Heron Cafe in Moruya would easily compete with established
Vietnamese eateries in Marrickville or Cabramatta.

Phong and Kim To took over the Blue Heron Cafe 4 years ago and have
built up a loyal clientele, not only amongst fans of Vietnamese food but
more traditional Australian fare as well.

The Blue Heron Big Breakfast at $18.00 is one of the best priced in the
Eurobodalla Shire and with grilled bacon, fried eggs, sausage, bake
beans, hash brown, mushrooms, cooked tomato and onion, a slice of
toast and a mixed salad is guaranteed to satisfy the hungriest customer.
The Vietnamese Omelette is also recommended for those seeking
something a little different to start the day.

All the other favourites from Eggs Benedict through to pan cakes cater
for the traditionalist.

The standout dish is the pho. On Mondays and Tuesdays it is Pho Ga - a
chicken noodle soup, on Wednesdays and Thursdays it is Pho Bo - a
beef noodle soup and Friday and Saturdays it is an egg noodle soup
with chicken or seafood.

Kim To is responsible for cooking the broth that is the base for the pho.

Every comfort has been provided by Mr. McWilliam for
campers at Tuross during the Easter holidays; the ideal
resort for fishermen. There is a store where all supplies can
be procured and fresh water is obtainable at Tuross House.
Nothing worse in any town in N. S. Wales could be found
than the state in which our own main streets and footpaths
are, yet no attempt is being made to remedy the evil. llI-
kept streets, broken gates, dilapidated houses and fallen
fences are giving Moruya - the town of vast possibilities —
an unenviable reputation.

The death of Mr. James Donovan occurred at the local
hospital on Monday morning. Deceased, who was born in
Bateman’s Bay 72 years ago, had suffered from heart
affection for some time. He was for many years one of the
district’s biggest road contractors. He acquired a nice little
home at Mullenderree where he resided until his family was
reared. His wife, who was formerly Miss Bridget Cannon, of
Mynora, predeceased him by about 17 years. He leaves four
daughters, Mrs. G. Crandle (Moruya), Mrs. J. Magner and
Mrs. Cooper (Auburn), Miss Ree (Mynora), and two sons,
Desmond and Kenneth, to mourn their loss. The body was
removed to the Sacred Heart Church where Mass was
celebrated for the repose of his soul. The funeral, which
was largely attended, took place on Tuesday, the remains
being interred in the local cemetery. The Rev. Father
McCormack officiated at the graveside.

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“® Let's do coffee with .. Jade Norris (nee Ralston)

It all started back in 1882 ... you read
correctly ... 244 years ago Jade Norris’s
(JN) Great Great Grandfather, Lionel
Ralston (Scotty) arrived from Scotland
and took up oyster farming in Forster
Tuncurry. It makes Jade the fifth-
generation of oyster farmers in Australia,
the fourth on the Bhundoo (Clyde River)
and the third at the iconic Wray Street
Oyster Shed, Batemans Bay, offering up
farm gate oysters and a view to die for.
The Moruya Mail (MM) enjoyed a coffee
with Jade overlooking the Bhundoo last
week.

MM: Strangely enough, the Clyde River
was named after the River Clyde in
Glasgow by Lieutenant Robert in 1821, a
fitting coincidence given your Scottish
heritage. Moreover, you were born
exactly 200 years after Lionel arrived in
Australia, making your family ‘Oyster
Royalty’ in the Eurobodalla Shire. That is a
lot of oysters later.

JN: (Smiles ...) Yes, 1982. Of course, by this
stage Mum and Dad had taken over the
Oyster Farm from my Grandfather and
were working from The Oyster Shed that
he had built in 1957.All the oyster farming
operations were relocated to Lattas Point
over the other southern side of the river
in 1992 to make way for a boat hire
business.

Mum and Dad sold off the hire boats part
of the business in 2007 and started
focusing more on oyster retail and
processing for local restaurants.

| have two elder sisters and a younger
brother.

| grew up in Batemans Bay (the Bay) with
very clear memories of working on the
farm with my Dad and brother or cleaning
hire boats with my Mum and Nan.

| attended Batemans Bay Primary School
in 1988 and then onto Batemans Bay
High School in 1995. | completed Year 10
in St Scholastica’s in Glebe and finished
my studies at lllawarra Senior College
which was established in 1993, to provide
education and entry-level vocational
training for students of all agesin a
mature learning environment.

It was then back to the Bay to take up a
chef’s apprenticeship at Jamieson’s On
the Pier, just along the river from here
towards the bridge in year 2000.

| was footloose and fancy free in those
days and headed to Sydney to work as a
chef at Hog's Breath Cafe for a short
time, before taking up the position of
Head Chef at the Captains Flat Hotel in
the same year. A year later, | was back
working as a chef for Hog's Breath Cafe,
but this time in Coffs Harbour.

This is where | met my husband, Greg,
who had come up to help his brother by
working the bar for a few weeks; even
though he had a degree in Molecular
Biology ... (Laughs ...) he never returned
and we have been together ever since.
By 2005, it was back to the Bay once
again to be near family. | was working as a
saleslady at Trend Bags and waitressing
at night, as well as on the oyster farm to
save money for travel.

In 2006 those travel plans took us to
Thailand and then onto Europe and a
short stint in England.

Funnily enough, we ended up and fell in
love with Glasgow and of course, the
River Clyde. | worked as the manager
and Greg ran the bar at a restaurant
called the Urban Bar and Grill. It had a
pretty cool vibe with jazz bands on
Sunday afternoons.

We did some more travel and headed
back home when our visas ran out in
2008.

We regrouped in the Bay for a while with
me working at Gloria Jeans Coffee and
Greg on the oyster farm.

It was then time for some random travel
adventures so we packed up and
headed to the Sunshine Coast in 2009
then onto Cotton Tree (near
Maroochydore) to work at The Boat
Shed Restaurant with great views of the
Maroochy River and offering up local
produce for 2 years.

It was then onto Townsville in 2010 and
work as a Trainer and Assessor in
Hospitality for an online training
company and my molecular biologist
husband was happy to work as a delivery
driver.

20711 rolled around and found us in Lawn
Hill working at Century Mine (a large
open cut zinc, lead and silver mine), 250
km northwest of Mount Isa.

Although | was hired as a chef, | ended
up working in administration, doing flight
bookings and sorting accommodation
for the miners.

We undertook some more international
travel in 2013 with a trip to South
America.

MM: Are you ever coming home to the
Bay?

JN: (Smiles ...) Our daughter, Avia, was
born in 2014 so we headed south. | was
helping my Mum with running the Wray
Street Oyster Shed along with my Nan.
Whilst Greg worked on the oyster farm
with my Dad and my brother.

In 2016, our son Riley was born and we
were very much settled back into the
Bay.

In 2017 we purchased another oyster
farm in Clyde river expanding our
existing farm.

We bought The Farm Gate in 2018 and
placed it in the area next to the shed
serving coffees and meals with a great
view. It is open from 6 am daily.

In 2024, my parents retired and we now
own the farm and businesses. We hire 10
staff and that goes up to 15 workers over
summer. Each year we harvest some
75,000 dozen oysters per year and in
the Christmas New Year period just
gone, we sold 24,000 dozen oysters.
We also partner with Regional X Kayak
Tours to offer an insight into our
operations.

There are many challenges in running a
viable business. Of course, the Black
Summer Bushfires in 2019-20 and, in
particular, the big rains that immediately
followed washed logs and debris into
the river resulting in a 16 week closure.

People do not realise that it can take up to 4
years to grow a Sydney Rock Oyster. We put
about 4000 spat collectors (plastic slats
about 1.2 metres in length) in the river to
catch the wild larvae. They are then matured
in intertidal, high density polyethylene
(HDPE) baskets, trays or sticks. They require
nutrient-rich, moving water, and are
hardened against predators by regular tidal
exposure.

Most of the work is done by hand so itis a
pretty labour intensive industry.

(Smiles ...) | could take you through the
various sex changes the growing oyster goes
through but | best save something for the
Region X Tour.

90 percent of our produce are Sydney Rock
Oysters s0, as you can imagine, overa3to 4
year period a lot can go wrong in terms of
weather, salinity levels, disease and natural
disasters. Fortunately, we have a very clean
river.

MM: | have it on good authority you are a
pretty good oyster shucker.

JN: (Laughs ...) Yes ... third fastest female
shucker in Australia and | hope to challenge
for top spot at this year's Narooma Oyster
Festival in the first weekend of May this year.
My best effort has been 10 dozen in 17
minutes.

MM: | will certainly appreciate my next dozen
oysters after this chat, Jade. Thank you so
much.

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Intricate Ancient Rock and Iron artwork wins Soulpture Bermagui major prize

A sculpture conjuring up emerging life from million-year-old granite and
repurposed corrugated iron has won the 2026 Sculpture Bermagui major
prize.

Canberra-based artist David Jensz piece - ‘Mantle’ - born from COVID
despair and then hope that new life may survive human extinction, features
boulders sprouting iron horns.

Accepting the $25,000 prize, Jensz said COVID made him think humanity
was pushing the environment “a bit too far, a bit too hard” and that led to
thoughts of extinction.

But Jensz discovered hope that ancient rock and life would continue to
evolve, and his work ‘Mantle’ and two separate pieces are about that:
“imagining new life emerging out of the old”.

Major prize judge Terence Maloon, former director at the ANU Drill Hall
Gallery and Art Gallery of New South Wales curator, said the Jensz' work had
‘cast a spell over him’.

“What a magical juxtaposition of materials. Stone that’s supposed to be inert,
dull, almost colourless. Corrugated iron that’s supposed to be a dead grey.

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Accolade Dave Magill under tow Moonmist

"It was a great day for sailing on March 7th when Batemans Bay
Sailing Club held the final of the Crew Skipper series as well as the
penultimate Bay Cup race of the 2025/26 sailing season.

The Crew Skipper series gives a designated crew member a
chance to take the helm and give the orders. The regular skippers
have to stand back and take it. A total of four BBSC yachts went
out. "Horizon" (Michelle Grybaitis) was a late scratching due to
electrical problems. The race was a handicap start in which the
slower boats were given a headstart based on previous
performances, so that ideally all the boats would finish at the same
time. From Caseys Beach, the boats did a broad reach to Chain

Bay followed by a work to the Wimbie Beach mark and a run back
to Caseys.

"Sail La Vie", skippered on the day by the genial Steve Masterton,
was first off followed by Red Dwarf (Bruce Bailey) which was soon
scooting along under her big asymmetric spinnaker. A few minutes
afterwards "Moonmist" (Geoff Perrem) started with "Accolade"
(Tony Bonouvrie) following a couple of minutes later. By the
Wimbie Beach rounding "Sail La Vie" was still in the lead but being
rapidly closed down by "Moonmist" and "Accolade". "Moonmist"
was looking the goods on the final run but left her gybe to come
back inshore to the finishing line a bit too late, allowing "Accolade"
to sail over the top in the last few hundred metres and win by half
a boat length.

By this time the southerly breeze had increased from 10 to 15 knots
to 15 to 20 knots. The boats mostly changed down to #3 headsails
for the Bay Cup race. Race officer Andrew Bain and his trusty
sidekicks Jim Anderson and Fred Tromp aboard the committee
boat "Dave Magill" set a boat end favoured start line. "Moonmist"
(Tony Sutton) was a little eager to close the start line in the final
minute before the start and had to reach down the line to start at
the pin end. "Accolade" (Lachlan Brown) started mid line. "Red
Dwarf" (Jack Egan) grabbed the boat end start. "Sail La Vie" (John
Drummond) took the cruisey "you go first" option. The course was
around a triangle to Wimbie Beach, the Toll Gates mark and a
leeward mark placed near Square Head followed by a windward
and return leg to Wimbie Beach and back.

"Accolade" powered clear in the choppy conditions followed
by "Moonmist". The lightweight "Red Dwarf" was getting
slammed and not pointing well to windward so fell back.
Coming down the last run under spinnaker, the laid mark
was impossible to see from beyond about 100m away.
"Accolade" had to do 2 gybes in quick succession followed
by a hurried spinnaker drop when the crew saw the mark
just in front of them. This inevitably led to some more
spinnaker trawling which required four crew to pull the
spinnaker out of the water while the boat was luffed into the
wind as much as possible. Meanwhile, "Moonmist" was
further off course by the time the crew sighted the mark,
requiring a spinnaker drop and some upwind sailing to get to
the leeward mark. By contrast, "Sail La Vie" had a serene,
spinnaker free run.

While all this was going on the "Dave Magill" had developed
transmission problems. Bain had no option but to anchor
and call Batemans Bay Marine Rescue for a tow in. The
yachts did self timed finishes at Snapper Island and
retrieved the laid marks on behalf of "Dave Magill".

When AMS calculations were done "Accolade" had won by a
mere 6 seconds from "Moonmist". "Sail La Vie" had a much
more clear cut win on PHS. Full results are up on the BBSC
website, www.bbsc.org.au. Thanks to Batemans Bay Marine
Rescue for towing the "Dave Magill" in. BBSC will try not to
make a habit of it.

The next BBSC keelboat race will be the 3 Bays Classic on
Saturday March 14th. The course from Batemans Bay to
Broulee and Beagle Bays and back is the longest offshore
race on the BBSC program.”
